PROP UPS is a Quick Response Grants Program aimed at supporting innovative performing arts programming in regional communities in NSW
and encouraging new performance initiatives and audience development.

A limited amount of funding is available throughout the year via the Country Arts Support Program to assist community presenters cover the costs
of bringing a professional tour into the region or the costs of mounting and/or touring a local professional production.

The objectives are to support performance related community cultural development in regional and rural New South Wales through small grants
which:

e assist locally determined community cultural activities
e increase opportunities for regionally-based groups to access a diverse range of arts programs
* enable communities to explore and express their cultural identities
